MORTGAGE LOAN ORIGINATOR LICENSE
DENIAL ORDER

The DEPARTMENT OF FINANCIAL AND PROFESSIONAL REGULATION, Division of
Banking, (“Department”), having conducted a review of the application and background of
Mortgage Loan Originator applicant Anthony Volz (“VOLZ”), 1940 Cobblestone Road,
Romeoville, Illinois 60446, pursuant to the Residential Mortgage License Act of 1987 (“Act”)
[205 ILCS 635/1 et seq.] and the rules promulgated thereunder (“Rules”) [38 Ill. Adm. Code
1050], hereby issues this Order for not meeting the standards of the Act.

STATUTORY PROVISIONS

1. Section 7-3(2)(B) of the Act states that the Director of the Department (“Director”) shall
not issue a Mortgage Loan Originator License unless the Director makes at a minimum
the following findings: The applicant has not been convicted of, or pled guilty or nolo
contendere to, a felony in a domestic, foreign, or military court at any time preceding
such date of application, if such felony involved an act of fraud, dishonesty, or a breach
of trust, or money laundering.

FACTUAL FINDINGS

2. VOLZ is an applicant for an Illinois Mortgage Loan Originator License, and having the
address of 1940 Cobblestone Road, Romeoville, Illinois 60446.

3. VOLZ was convicted of felony Wire Fraud on January 11, 2008.



LEGAL CONCLUSIONS

4. Based on VOLZ’S conviction of a felony fraud, the Director cannot make the finding that
VOLZ meets the standards of the Act to be licensed as a Mortgage Loan Originator.

NOW IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT,

The Department DENIES ANTHONY VOLZ’S application for a Mortgage Loan
Originator License, pursuant to Sections 7-3(2)(B) of the Act.

You are hereby notified that this Order is an administrative decision. Pursuant to 205

on the administrative decision, by the Department of Financial and Professional
Regulation, Division of Banking. Absent a request for a hearing, this Order shall constitute
a final administrative Order subject to the Administrative Review Law [735 ILCS 5/3-101
et seq.].
